ChildHope supports Aparajeyo’s work with sexually exploited girls and boys in Dhaka City. The project offers counselling to girls and boys, and alternative employment opportunities. It also challenges community attitudes to the sexual exploitation of children, and seeks to promote a better understanding of child rights, and a positive change of behaviour towards children and young people.

In a second joint project in Dhaka, ChildHope and Aparajeyo are working to change for the better the attitude and behaviour of the police towards street and working children. An improved model of juvenile justice is being developed with 4 police stations in Dhaka City. It includes a close working relationship with Aparajeyo, the training of police officers from the 4 stations, and set of new procedures at the police stations designed to introduce child protection protocols for the management of children and young people in conflict with the law.

The aim of Ativação is to equip socially excluded youth and communities to educate themselves, their communities, and the public, about social issues through the use of popular theatre.  There are currently 11 street and community theatre groups involved in the initiative.  Performances are designed to raise awareness on many issues that relate to marginalised youth in Salvador.  Such issues include: sex tourism and exploitation; child rights; drugs; and sexual health.  ChildHope provides help with project design and helps finance the work. We also provide inputs such as training and we monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of the work.

PROMUNDO and CIESPI have spent 2 years mapping family and community based developmental supports in 2 low-income communities in Rio de Janeiro, (Sta Marta and Bangu), to illustrate both their existence and the potential for meeting the developmental needs of all children and youth. As a result of this work and further consultation with members of the communities, ChildHope, PROMUNDO and CIESPI have collaborated on the development of a 3-year initiative that began in July 2002.  The purpose of the project is that a Model of best practice for developing sustainable youth development supports is implemented by GOs and NGOs in low-income communities in Brazil.

ChildHope provides technical support (including training on specialist subjects) and organisational support (development of management systems, and institutionalising change) to local NGO Gavroche. The work is designed to institutionalise Gavroche’s learning and to develop their capacity to respond to local development issues of concern. It fits ChildHope’s mission of developing local capacity. ChildHope and Gavroche have worked together for over ten years on street children issues, and have developed good working relations with the community and local authority.

ChildHope is working with FDBF to develop professional knowledge and tools on Fostering among social workers and youth workers in Sofia. With the agreement of the Municipality of Sofia, local authority and NGO workers are receiving training together, and FDBF and ChildHope are developing a Fostering and Adoption manual. ChildHope and FDBF are long term partners in development, having worked together for over ten years on a number of projects concerned with marginalised children and young people, including street boys and girls.

It is estimated that there are over 135,000 disabled people, including children, in Cambodia as a result of landmines.  Battambang province is the second biggest province in Northwest Cambodia, where 90% of the population earn a living by farming. There are land mines on the roads, in paddy fields, around water sources and on the cultivatable land.  The purpose of the project is to provide road shows on mine awareness and help 50 children access education and supply psychological and physical support for their rehabilitation in the family and community.  In addition the families and communities are included in the programme to raise their awareness of the opportunities available for their children. ChildHope provides financial support, help with project design and management and technical expertise such as training.

CHAD – ET works with sexually exploited children in the capital, Addis. It seeks to promote alternative sources of income and to promote the understanding of child rights within the wider community. It runs a drop in shelter, HIV and AIDS clubs in schools, helps children return to school or to vocational training, and manages community awareness programmes for the community. ChildHope provides technical support, financial support, monitoring and evaluation and organisational development input.

ChildHope supports the work of Feliks, which is working with street children and other marginalised children – mostly from the Roma community – in Bitola, Macedonia. This includes a drop in centre, street based work and family strengthening work. ChildHope works in partnership with JUCONI (AB), a local NGO, which great experience in developing an intensive therapeutic-educational approach for working with street children and their families. This project is aimed at further developing these services for integrating families and creating tools for measuring medium and long-term impact.  It has established a Training and Advisory Centre working directly with street and working children and their families, developing a framework for social integration. ChildHope provides finance and technical support and help with project design, management and monitoring and evaluation.

Many of the children on the streets of Kathmandu have run away from home following abuse or neglect by their parents or guardians.  Poverty is a primary cause of such family breakdown.  In Nepal, migration for work is a common and long-standing practise amongst poor rural families and boys as young as twelve are considered ready to seek work in Kathmandu. Local NGO, Sathsath is a vital source of support. ChildHope has recently established a partnership with Sathsath, to set up a contact centre for street children in Kathmandu. We provide advice, technical expertise and finance.

Adevi works to support child labourers and their families who work in the brick making quarries on the outskirts of the city. Education is provided for children and young people, reducing the financial burden on the family, and alternative employment found for women. Labourers are helped to organise in order that they may improve their conditions, and Adevi works closely with the families to see that their basic needs are met and to help them achieve and then defend their rights. ChildHope helps in a number of ways – through financial support, technical input, training, and project design and management.
